


Brain tumours happen...
Symptoms include:

<2 Persistent / recurrent vomiting

<: Balance / co-ordination / walking
problems

<2 Abnormal eye movements
< Behaviour change, particularly lethargy
<< Fits or seizures (not with a fever)

<2 Abnormal head position such as wry
neck, head tilt or stiff neck

If your child has one of these, see your doctor
If two or more, ask for an “urgent referral”
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<2 Delayed or arrested puberty, slow growth
If your child has one of these, see your doctor
If two or more, ask for an “urgent referral”
Especially if growth or puberty is slow
